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OPHIUCHUS GALAXY CLUSTER
Astronomers discovered the biggest explosion seen in the Universe in the Ophiuchus galaxy cluster, which is located about 390 million light years
from Earth. Galaxy clusters are the largest structures in the Universe held together by gravity, containing thousands of individual galaxies, dark matter,
and hot gas. The hot gas that pervades clusters like Ophiuchus gives off much of its light as X-rays. This image contains X-rays from Chandra and
XMM-Newton.
